Drizzled- Apple Beer Bread 

Ingredients: 

Bread:           
1 Beer Bread Mix        Frosting: 
2 Tbs cinnamon         2 cups powdered sugar 
1 12oz can of beer                         ¼ cup milk 
2 apples, peeled and diced             ¼ tsp vanilla 
¼ stick of real butter, melted 
1 cup chopped walnuts (optional) 
 
Directions: 

Add cinnamon to dry mix and stir. Add beer, apples, 
and walnuts. Mix (do not overmix) and pour into a 
greased 8”x8” baking dish. Bake for 55-60 minutes. 
Remove from dish and brush with melted butter, 
including all sides and bottom. Let cool and drizzle with 
frosting.
